Qatar Air To Connect Amritsar, Goa

At a time when carriers world over are cutting short their expansion plans, Qatar Airways is flying
high on its agenda to expand rapidly. Qatar Airways plans to add two new destinations in India
this winter as part of its global expansion plans. They are adding five new destinations across
countries in 2009 and two of them are in India, which is a promising market that contributes 15%
of the global capacity to the airline.

Air India Introduces Special Fares

Air India has announced special fares for the domestic and international sectors.

These summer special fares are at four levels starting at Rs1,891 (all inclusive) and the highest
fare would be Rs 2,901 and will be valid for 148 domestic sectors. However, for flights originating
from Delhi or Mumbai, passengers will have to pay an airport development fee of Rs 200 per
ticket,

Under the new structure, a Delhi-Mumbai one-way ticket would cost Rs 2,671, while the normal
fare on this sector on a full fare airline would cost between Rs 5,500 and Rs 6,000, Special fares
will be available for tickets purchased 30 days in advance and the tickets will be available till june
30. However, journey on the advance tickets can be undertaken after June 30 as well.
