Expert Talk Mumbai’s Best Kept Secret: Khotachiwadi Neighbourhood Walks

A walk inside Khotachiwadi comes close to a fairy tale feel,

One minute you are in the midst of chaos, but as you turn off the main road into the narrow alley;
you are in a different world. & more colorful yet a quieter world. Without realizing it, you find
yourself speaking in softer tone, the only other sound is that of a group of children playing with
their kites, Or somebaody strumming the guitar in the wooden balcony of a 100-year-old house in
Khotachiwadi.

The bright yellow and blue houses with cheerful balconies, and the winding staircases, sit pretty
like museum pleces, as if forgotten, as if caught in a relentless time warp. Blink and you'll miss it.
But once you've entered this quaint village that quietly exists amidst — and yet removed from -
the bustle of Mumbai, it's like stepping into the pages of a history book. It is the earliest settle

ment of the East Indian community in the city, consists of several winding lanes flanked by
Portuguese-inspired, colonial wooden bungalows that are a throwback to its 18th century roots,
Saunter into the Girgaum Christian Youth Club for a game of carrom with the local or stop by the
rather ornate Ideal Wafer House where you can get your chips fried to order. Walk for a few min

utes and you are there at the Anantashram, which is open only between 12 and 3 in the after

noon. Grumpy waiters whose lips have never seen a smile in 55 years grimly serves authentic
Marathi food. The prawns here being most in demand. Each diner is seated alone at his own small
table—to encourage concentrating on the food rather than indulge in table talk.
