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Interesting A Single Ticket For Monument Visits

The Archaeological Survey of India’s (ASI) is to introduce a single-ticketing system from 15t May.
Visitors and tourists will be able to use a single ticket to visit any number of monuments across
the country. If you buy a single commaon ticket from Delhi to visit 10 World Heritage monuments,
you can take your pick from sites across the country. The validity period of the ticket would be
close to a year which would give international tourists to save it for their next visit too. There will
be three categories of tickets. While one will be for World Heritage monuments only, the other will
be for all other monuments. The third is exclusively for the Taj. There will be separate tickets for
foreign and domestic tourists, with a difference in rates respectively.
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
