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Airlines Air China To Expand India Operations
T Enthused by its success in the Delhi-Beijing flights, state-owned Air China is studying the feasibil

ity of starting another route from Chengdu to an Indian metropolitan city with Kolkata, Bangalore
and Mumbai making it to the final list.

If approvals come quickly, the new route will be made operational from next year. Air China has
appointed Bird Group as their GSA for northern and eastern India. The plans are to start two or
three flights per week and consequently increase the number as per demand. The company is
studying the feasibility of starting flights for the Shanghai- Mumbai route as well.

Airasia To Expand Its Network In Kolkata, Kochi And
Thiruvananthapuram

When most airlines are cutting back, AirAsia has opted to aggressively expand its India route
network in anticipation of robust demand in low fare travel segment. It will add three new routes
here in India and commence its daily direct flights to Kolkata, Kochi and Thiruvananthapuram
from Kuala Lumpur and Malaysia in November. With the introduction of these routes, connectivity
to the three Indian cities to and from Kuala Lumpur direct will improve social ties.
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Lin Baba’s Bombay - In Shantaram’s Trail Book Tours

tioned in a particular book to the surroundings. These are people who would land in a particular
place armed with their favourite book wanting to live the characters of the book, breathe the air
the characters did and would like to go on their favourite character’s trail,

Shantaram by Gregory David Roberts is one such extraordinary story of Bombay that has made
many to visit India and go on his trail while in the city. It's a fascinating tale of personal redemp
tion where the main character running from his criminal past, ends up in India in the 1980%
where his life is changed profoundly by the country and its people.

Cur expert in Bombay will take you on the trail of Shantaram aka Lin Baba while you are in the
city, exploring Colaba and its by lanes and also visiting the Leopold Café, In Shantaram, this cafié
is at the heart of things with a lot of the action happening here, including Shantaram falling hope
lessly in love with the green eyed Karla. You will go past the Gateway of India following a path
often taken by Shantaram, along the sea wall, as he walked Karla home. At the end of the road,
past the Radio Club, is the India Guest House. The sign desultorily points to the fourth floor of a
ramshackle building most of its windows broken, curtains billowing outward, This is where Shan
taram had put up after fleeing to India escaping the law back home. The Sassoon Docks is where
the smell of prawns can make your stomach flip, as Shantaram’s once did. Bright-yellow oil tank
ers are parked carelessly; giant slabs of ice slide off trucks to be crushed and shovelled into boxes;
rows of candy-coloured barges look out to sea wistfully.

You will also get an opportunity to explore the chor bazaar or the thieves market, that sell almost
everything from a grandfather clocks, old cameras, sepla-tinted photographs of somebody’s
sweetheart and painted doorknobs. The trail will also take you to the Haji Ali Dargah. Shantaram
describes it as a "mystic ship® in the light of the moon. The dargah sits upon an island, connected
to the mainland by a stone path that is submerged in high tide. The tour also takes you to Falkland
road for an insight into the dark underbelly of Bombay's red light district.

This is a wonderfully different Bombay- a potpourri of sounds, smells and colours - mesmerizing,
exciting and exotic all at once.
